I have been having a lot of fun with two Yahoo! technologies that have been evolving quickly.  YQL and GeoPlanet.  The
first, YQL, puts an SQL-like interface on top of all the data on the Internet.  And the second, GeoPlanet, introduces the
concept of a WOEID (Where-On-Earth ID) that you can think of as a foreign key for your geo-related SQL expressions.

First some example YQL queries to get you used to this concept of treating the Internet like a database.  Go to the YQL
Console and paste these queries into the console to follow along.

select * from geo.places where text="SJC"

This looks up "SJC" in GeoPlanet and returns an XML result containing this information:
